4. References

Names, full mailing addresses, and phone numbers of two people NOT RELATED TO YOU who have known you for at least 2 years

5. Guarantor: Adult General and Child

A guarantor is a Canadian citizen, 18 years of age or older in possession of a valid Canadian passport who has known you for at least two (2) years. A family

member or person residing at the same address as you may be your guarantor, provided he or she meets the above requirements.

*Please note: A guarantor is not required when completing an Adult Simplified Renewal Application. My office will not be able to provide a guarantor.
